
After School Activity TripSharing
SchoolPoolMarin.org is a referral service from Safe Routes to Schools that connects parents to transport their 
children to school and other activities together. Here’s how After School Activity TripSharing works:

 � Registering is easy, free and carries no obligation. 

 � When a parent/guardian registers, they provide their e-mail and/or phone contact info. 

 � The TripShare system provides a match list via e-mail of other interested parents whose children 
participate in the same activities after school, on weekends and vacations – any time.

 � Trips can be from any location to any destination.

 � Only the family name and contact information you choose to release is included in match lists.   
No other information is disclosed. 

 � The parents contact each other to discuss and arrange carpooling, walking, biking or  
introducing their kids to be bus buddies.

 � For SchoolPool matching for trips for school, see the Request a SchoolPool Match option on the home page. 

 � Additional tips on forming and organizing an After School TripShare group  
are provided after registration.

Marin Schools Compete in the Green Ways to School Challenge

What is a Green Trip?  Walking, biking, carpooling and taking the bus qualify as “green trips”.
